AND two of the following three courses:

Building a Marketing Plan

Raising Your Sales IQ

3. Applicants will submit a written business plan, grant budget (for cash awards), i.e., specific information and a timeline about how and when the $5,000.00 grants will be spent, and résumé to NJAWBO’s Women’s Business Center for preliminary selection.  The deadline for consideration of a business plan is June 30, 2010.
4. Business plans that have received preliminary selection will be presented in person, by the business owner, to the judging panel members.

5. Viability of the business plan and budget will determine awards.  Up to 10 awards will be made.
